At the Meeting

were able to attend, or maybe you just aren’t able to attend right now, so here is
what it is like to be at a typical membership meeting:

Band and it actually makes for a very pleasant atmosphere for our once-a-month visits
to their practice room. Plus you get to make a quick trip through the (usually smelly)
truck dock area, then into the maintenance garage for the park with a quick look into
the heart of the garage with all the always interesting things they have going on, and
past our storage cage and into the meeting room where you never know what will be
on display for show and tell at the meeting. You feel like you are in a special area for
members only, and it is true.

Rob Segal will recycle one of the previous yearly posters he has done for the club and
will change out the photos. So if you have a photo or two that you would like
considered please send them to Rob at. Thinking of the poster | mentioned that Chris,
the Captain Jack Sparrow impersonator, can’t make the Parade this year, conflicts in
schedule apparently. Also, | was wondering if we could somehow advertise that at the
Parade and at the Swap Meet that people from the public could bring boats to sell. The
sale of our boats at the Parade has been very successful as well as, of course, at the
Swap Meet and perhaps we could open this up to boats from the public. This needs
some more investigation and | throw it out just as an idea for input.



The investigation for club shirts is underway. Rob Segal and | are looking at the options
but would appreciate input from others. The original thinking is that with so many off-
site events it would be nice to have the club members identified with a common shirt,
and this would also be useful at the on-site events too. Initial investigations indicate
that we could select a vendor, provide some graphics and the chosen shirt, and people
would do their own ordering and payment. Dave Brinkman has just seen this done with
his Miata club and an online store was created for them through their vendor for a
variety of items. The one company | stopped at immediately offered up the same kind
of arrangement for an online store. Stay tuned for more information.

Tim Kowalik mentioned that he has already secured his camping reservations for the
boat show at Gull Lake this year. Remember this is going to be a national show so that
the attendance will be much larger than the typical boat show. The Brainerd area is
already challenged for accommodations (I have been told that this is why the Brainerd
race track can’t get more nationally known events than the NHRA) so if you are
planning on attending for both days, or just staying over for a single night, you will
probably want to get your reservations made now rather than nearer the event.

At show and tell Tim Kowalik brought his Chris Craft back to show the progress, and
problems, in the on-going build.

Work to install the instruments in the dash board were very successful! Tim purchased
narrow diameter stainless steel rods and bent them to make rings around each gauge,
and filled each ring with a drop of epoxy to create the lens. A drop of blue die in the
epoxy will keep it from having a yellow hue. Nicely done! Not as successful was his first
attempt at applying the fiber glass mat to the hull. The quantity, or viscosity of the
epoxy was not sufficient to mask the texture of the glass mat so that Tim says he is
facing sanding it all off and trying again. We will hope for a happier report next
meeting.

Blair Harrington had his Dragonfly back with ongoing finishing touches, and was looking
for some input from the group. First was on the placement of the front navigation
light, which the group unanimously said the light could go in any of the suggested
locations due to the impressive character of the boat. Blair also indicated that he had
tried colored LED bulbs in the light but that they just were not very bright, so he went



with clear bulbs and added green coloring to the epoxy. See the pattern here? Next
was some technical advice for modifications to the rudder, which may or may not
include making the rudder shorter. | did not catch a conclusion to this discussion. The
final question was the placement of the laser cut boat name “Dragonfly”, and for that
there were very distinct opinions on where the name should be installed. Next time we
see the boat | would predict these three items will have been resolved.

You will recall from a past newsletter that Dave Brinkman was helping an estate to
place quite a few model boats, some set up for RC and some not, and he brought the
final boat that was for sale to show the group:

This boat represents collaboration number 1 between Dave Petrich and Dave Brinkman
presented at the meeting. The hydroplane is an older boat in excellent condition and
runs a nitro fuel powered motor. Dave Petrich belongs to the Twin City Model Boat
Club that is exclusively for fast RC boats and operates on a pond near the Black Dog
power plant next to the Minnesota River between the Cedar Avenue and | 35W bridges.
Dave gave a nice explanation of living with and running nitro powered boats. This boat
is still looking for a new home.

Next was collaboration #2 between Dave and our other member Dave, to put the Vac-
u-tugs together. Dave Petrich reports that while the price of the raw boat ready for
assembly and painting is pretty cheap, by the time ballast and electronics are
purchased the boats come out to costing $300 - $350.

Regardless, they are the epitome of a kid’s boat and | think will prove to be wildly
popular. What is needed now are names for each boat, something kids can relate to
quickly would be great. Many suggestions so far but the search is on-going. Let me
know if you have suggestions.

The meeting wrapped up with a nice how-to basics on soldering by Dave Petrich. One
of those things that most of us all have done, but could use some help and advice, and
there were many items in the discussion that | am sure will help out many in
attendance.



Also going on

Have you caught any of the Sail GP races on cable? | have found them fascinating and |
am not sure you need to be into sailboat racing to enjoy them. If you are a fan of
competition these might be for you. It appears that they may be moving around on
cable channels so use your remote to do a voice search for “Sail GP” to see what
channel they are on in your area. Alternately, they are on YouTube also. The format is
ten boats representing 10 countries, but it is not the Olympics so that the crews are
not necessarily from the country the boat represents. Two days of racing, the first day
sees three races with all ten boats, and the same the second day for 2 races. Points
are given for each place 1 - 10, and the third race on the second day is with the top
three point boats to determine the final placement of positions 1 - 3. The course
moves around the world and are pretty short. The boats are the smaller version of the
Americas cup boats with the hydrofoils and the action is very intense and exciting.
Graphics to follow the racing are excellent and will rival anything you see in other
racing and sport formats. The races were on cable last weekend and my cable recorder
set itself to also record this Saturday, March 30t, at 1:00 pm on WCCO. Check it out!
